� When Kenneth W. Clark published his work on Greek NT MSS in America in 1937, this MS was known as Ms 1b. Lect 1372, also owned by Trinity College, was Ms 1a. Apparently the college has changed the shelf number a couple of times, so that now it is called Ms 1.


� The length (height) of the MS has shrunk considerably since it was first measured. The smaller measurement is the outside
